The Second Lesson: 1 Peter 2:1-5, 9-10

Rid yourselves, therefore, of all malice, and all guile, insincerity, envy, and all slander.
Like newborn infants, long for the pure, spiritual milk, so that by it you may grow into
salvation - if indeed you have tasted that the Lord is good. Come to him, a living stone,
though rejected by mortals yet chosen and precious in God's sight, and like living stones,
let yourselves be built into a spiritual house, to be a holy priesthood, to offer spiritual
sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ.

You gave the world into our care that we might be your faithful stewards and show forth
your bountiful grace.

But we failed to honor your image in one another and in ourselves; we would not see
your goodness in the world around us; and so we violated your creation, abused one
another, and rejected your love. Yet you never ceased to care for us, and prepared the way
of salvation for all people.

Through Abraham and Sarah you called us into covenant with you. You delivered us
from slavery, sustained us in the wilderness, and raised up prophets to renew your
promise of salvation. Then, in the fullness of time, you sent your eternal Word, made
mortal flesh in Jesus. Born into the human family, and dwelling among us, he revealed
your glory.

Giving himself freely to death on the cross, he triumphed over evil, opening the way of
freedom and life.

At the following words concerning the bread, the Celebrant is to hold it, or lay a hand
upon it; and at the words concerning the cup, to hold or place a hand upon the cup and
any other vessel containing wine to be consecrated.

On the night before he died for us, Our Savior Jesus Christ took bread, and when he had
given thanks to you, he broke it, and gave it to his friends, and said: “Take, eat: This is
my Body which is given for you. Do this for the remembrance of me.”

As supper was ending, Jesus took the cup of wine, and when he had given thanks,

he gave it to them, and said: “Drink this, all of you: This is my Blood of the new
Covenant, which is poured out for you and for all for the forgiveness of sins. Whenever
you drink it, do this for the remembrance of me.”

Historical note on today's service:

During this week in 1826, the newly formed parish of St. James received its first
episcopal visitor, the Rt. Rev. Alexander Viets Griswold, who oversaw the so-called
Eastern Diocese (which included Vermont, Massachusetts, Rhode Island and New

Hampshire) at that time. The Convention Journal for 1826 includes the first mention of
St. James in that context. It notes that, "... there are favorable indications that the Lord is
rendering the humble administration of the Gospel effectual in leading souls to the
knowledge of the Savior."

Bishop Griswold, in his address to the 1826 Vermont diocesan convention, described the
people he met in Woodstock as, "respectable in point both in numbers and character, and
what is still more encouraging, they appear to be prudent, united, and zealous... We had
the most pleasing proof of their being much in earnest, in the large number who
assembled for worship and the devout attention which they gave to the services of the
day."
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We give thanks to God for 200 years of life as the people of St. James, Woodstock, the
inheritance of the spirit of our founders, and joyfully look forward to continuing to serve
our neighbors as we enter our third century.
